Live Bush Fire Ready
Our recent “Get-Ready’ Day at the fire sheds were well attended by Gundaroo residents and landholders.

Thank you all for coming and a big thank you to our Brigade Members for running the event. We urge
every resident to take responsibility, prepare and Get Ready for what is predicted to be a hot & dry Fire
Season. Bush fire is a part of living where we do, so it’s essential to live bush fire ready. It means knowing
your risk and having a plan for what to do in the event of a fire. Make your plan online at
www.myfireplan.com.au. It talks about four simple steps to get ready for a bush fire.

1. Discuss what to do if a bush fire threatens your home.

2. Prepare your home and get it ready for bush fire season.

3. Know the bush fire alert levels.

4. Keep all the bush fire information numbers, websites & smartphone app.

It’s a fact that you stand a better chance if you and your home are well prepared.

Smoke Alarms - test that your smoke alarm is working and if not, change batteries or replace it. Check to
see if it’s in date. Make sure you have enough smoke alarms installed to cover the area of your home and

give them a vacuum to remove dust and insects.

Bush Fire Danger Period

The Bush Fire Danger Period officially commenced 1 October 2023. No fires are to be lit for the
purpose of hazard reduction without obtaining a Fire Permit. You can obtain a free Fire Permit by
contacting one of our Fire Permit Officers, lan Robinson 0408 625 429, David Robinson 0414 369 214,
Scott Shearer 0400 291 827 or Brett Southwell 0419 416 897. Once you have obtained a Fire Permit,
you must notify Yass Fire Control (Ph: 6226 3100 Monday to Friday during business hours) or online
at  https://www.rfs.nsw.gov.au/fire-information/BEDP/burn-notifications _and your surrounding
neighbours at least 24 hours before lighting up.

On Total Fire Ban Days, the lighting of any fire is prohibited, and your Fire Permit is automatically
suspended. Call Triple Zero (000) quickly if your fire gets out of control.

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Stories from a Veterinarian

Slithering, barking & purring... how
can our snakes, dogs & cats coexist?

With the approach of warmer weather, there have
been many local sightings of snakes about in the
Gundaroo region. This can pose a challenge with our
pets.

Envenomation in a dog (particularly from a brown
snake) can result in a rapid deterioration of their
health with symptoms such as vomiting, diarrhoea,
uncontrolled urination, wobbly gait, collapse, and
death in as little as 20 minutes. When cats are
bitten, typically there is a slower onset of signs (at
least a few hours) as they become paralysed or very
weak, get cold and are unable to urinate.

Three types of snakes to be aware of:

e Brown Snakes (Pseudonaja spp.) come in
various shades of brown and can be difficult
to distinguish from one another. They have
slender bodies and can grow to be quite long
- often reaching up to 2 meters in length.
They are highly adaptable and can be found
in a wide range of habitats, such as farmland,
woodlands, and even urban areas. Brown
snakes are diurnal, meaning they are active
during the day and are often the cause of
most fatalities in pets.

e Red-Bellied Black Snakes (Pseudechis
spp.) are often shiny black in colour with a
striking red underside. These snakes are less
commonly sighted and often reside in wetter
environments such as swamps, rivers, and
dams. Black snakes are generally shy and will
try to escape when encountered. However,
they can become defensive if cornered.

e Tiger Snakes (Notechis spp.) can be
very aggressive. They have a distinctive
appearance with dark bands, or stripes,
down their body. These stripes resemble the
pattern on a tiger, which is where the name
originates. Tiger snakes are typically found in
the southern and eastern areas of NSW. They
inhabit a variety of environments, such as
wetlands, grasslands and coastal regions
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Risk of snake encounters with pets increases when
dogs or cats are allowed to roam unsupervised or
off of a lead. Snakes will typically seek shelter in

long grass, under rocks, sheets of metal, or other
undisturbed material around the yard. In most
instances, snakes will usually want to move away
from the perceived danger (i.e. when dogs or people
approach).

At the clinic, we use a multi-anti venin treatment.
Identification of the snake is not as important as it
once was. Timing of treatment is far more important
for a good outcome as this is a genuine emergency.

If a bite is suspected in any animal, it is important
not to waste any time and contact Gundaroo Vet
Centre en route (ph: 6236 8222). Our closest out
of hours emergency centre is Canberra Veterinary
Emergency Centre, based in Gungahlin (ph: 6225

Our Local Ecology
By Sue Mclintyre

Fifteen years of change (Part 1)

We became custodians of Gang Gang in 2005, and in
that year, we established plant survey plots across the
landscape as a means of tracking how the vegetation
might change during our time of ownership. In
removing sheep grazing, we expected that there
would be some improvement in ecosystem condition,
but this was by no means certain. There are other
herbivores in the area quite capable of stepping

into the breach, in particular, the three local species
of macropod: Eastern Grey Kangaroo, Red-necked
Wallaby and Swamp Wallaby.

Our 73 plots were marked permanently, and every
3-4 years we would record all the ground layer plant
species within their 5 x 6 metre area. After 15 years
of this routine, we decided it was time to start looking
at the data. One of the reasons behind the faltering
supply of articles for the Gazette has been handling
all the data: 14,000 records of 261 plant species. The
analysis and writing-up stage which follows the field
data collecting is much more laborious and time-
consuming than the fieldwork. Now, 2.5 years on, the
end is in sight.

The long-term study of our plots can tell us a lot, but
they only sample a minute fraction of the area of
property, and missed the presence of 109 additional
plant species collected over the entire 50 ha. Regular
roaming and observing, collecting plant specimens,
counting plants, and writing detailed notes has been
equally important. This type of information has
enabled us to record newly arrived weeds, whether a
rare plant has expanded or disappeared, and the fate
of new species we have introduced.

Climatically speaking, it has been a roller coaster ride,
with two record-breaking droughts, each followed by
exceptionally wet periods. Although heavily grazed

at the time of purchase, the land had good perennial
grass that recovered quickly with the removal of
sheep. At first, free water would start running off into
the dams after about 10 mm of rainfall. Much of the
land was bare, and the soil compacted. Over time,
with grass growth and resting, the capacity for the soil
to retain water increased, so that about 30 mm of rain
was required before any runoff could be observed.
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The second drought was vicious, but the change

in grazing regime to macropods-only had enabled
tough-leaved plants such as Aristida, Lomandra and
Dianella to thrive — as well as tough shrubs
(Pultenaea, Melichrus, Daviesia) — which protected
the soil. When 67 mm fell in one day on this
desiccated landscape in February 2020, the drainage
lines ran clear.

At the peak of the 2017-2019 drought, everything
struggled, but tough-leaved herbs and shrubs resisted
intense kangaroo grazing and protected the soil from the
heavy rain that was to come a month later, in February
2020.

New plant species arrived on the property at the
average rate of one a year, and 3 out of 4 of these
were weeds. There have been losses, some welcome
(the weeds) and some not (natives with tiny
populations). The only weeds we have been able to
eradicate have been new arrivals caught in the earliest
stage of colonisation, before seeding. Once they have
seeded, the battle is protracted and never quite won.

Over the fifteen years, Gang Gang has had a net loss
of one native and three exotic species. But on top
of this, we have been able to establish 17 additional
local native species which are now regenerating on
their own. So, it seems that one has to be a vigilant
weed spotter and controller to protect a property
from incoming weeds. But the good news is that if the
receiving vegetation is not rich in nutrients, and the
species selection appropriate, native plant diversity
can be increased. It can be a difficult task, but the
rewards are great.

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News from the Past

By the Gundaroo Historical Society

Gundaroo and District Historical Society

We have recently received a large number of queries
from people who have connections to Gundaroo. Here
are a few of the ones that stood out to us.

One visitor to Gundaroo was interested in finding out
about her great great grandfather, James Kershaw,
who was involved in gold mining near Lake George.

The great great granddaughter of Joseph Thomas
Styles contacted us for further information about her
relatives. Styles had come to Gundaroo in the 1840s
to manage his father’s property ‘Tallagandra’. He
married Mary Anne Park from Nanima. They had 10
children. Styles was a district magistrate, Captain of
the Gundaroo Cricket Club, founding member of the
Mutual Improvement Society and involved in lobbying
for a school in Gundaroo.

We were also contacted by a descendant of
Christopher J.K. Flanagan, who arrived in New South
Wales 182 years ago.

Christopher, his wife, and several of his children are
buried in the old Catholic cemetery on the Sutton

Road along with Eliza Casey (née Flanagan), John Casey
and his wife Caroline amongst many other unmarked
graves. There will be a gathering of the Clan which will
include a visit to the cemetery on the morning of the
21st October (details below).

It is a fascinating and wonderful process to be able to
reunite families with their histories when we can.

Flanagan Clan Gathering

On Saturday, 21 October 2023, Antaine OFlanndgain,
Honourary Chieftain of Clan OFlanndgain of
Uachtartire (Upper Third), will welcome descendants
of ancestor, Christopher J.K. Flanagain. Antaine is part
of the Waterford Clan and is a member of the Clans of
Ireland.

Christopher’s wife, Johanna (née Connery) arrived

in New South Wales aboard the 'SS Larne' on or
around the 21st of October 1841 with their infant son,
Matthew.

We know that Christopher, his wife, and several of his
children are said to be buried in the Gundaroo Pioneer
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Cemetery. Unfortunately, we only know of the location
of one grave site with a headstone: that of Eliza Casey
(née Flanagan).

Other relatives who are interred in the cemetery with
headstones, are John Casey and his wife Caroline.
Their daughter, Elizabeth was my (Joy Flanagan)
great grandmother, and a widow of Danial Flanagan.
Unfortunately, no other family graves are marked.

Christopher and Johanna had a further ten children
who were born in or around the Southern Highlands of
New South Wales. (Matthew was born in Tallow, County
Waterford Ireland). They were: Elizabeth (Eliza), Daniel,
Annie, Richard, John, Thomas, Christopher Charles,
Mary Jane, Michael James and Theresa. At this stage
we are looking forward to greeting descendants of
Matthew, Daniel, Thomas, and Michael on the day.

The event will commence at 10:00am at the Pioneer
Cemetery gate. A celebratory dinner will be held at the
Canberra Irish Club later that day.

For those interested, Mass will be said at St Joseph's
Catholic Church Gundaroo at 10:30am Sunday 22nd
October.

Edible gardening

One of my favourite questions to be asked is — Can you
create me an edible garden?

At last, vegetables and fruits are taking centre stage in
the Australian landscape. And why not? Homegrown
produce is not only heaps of fun to grow, but it is good
for you. You can pick vegies and fruit at their prime, they
only have to travel from the garden to your kitchen, and
they taste so much better.

Creating an edible landscape is a wonderful option for
homeowners, but it does mean you have to think about
your space a little differently from the traditional and
rethink the limitless possibilities of including edibles in
your landscape.

So, how do you do that?

A decorative edible garden

Good design

When adding edibles, the principles of good design
are too often forgotten. Vegetables can end up being
relegated to a shady vacant spot. Or enthusiastic folk
can convert an entire garden to edibles, resulting

in a haphazard design and a ridiculous amount of
maintenance.

| have been championing edible gardens for more than
25 years. When creating design, where possible | use
striking, food-producing

plants instead of

ornamentals.

Edibles that are often
singularly planted can
make a stunning impact
when planted en masse.
For example, a hedge of
currants is sensational,
and you can plant them in
different varieties such as
red, black, and white.
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Almond trees are incredible, and flower prolifically for
a long time. They are wonderful as avenue trees or for
framing your boundaries.

In a border of non-edible plants, you can add dramatic
groups of ruby sugar beet, purple-flowering eggplant, or
sculptural grey kale.

A tired overcrowded Iris garden can be refurbished with
tropical-looking rhubarb and surrounded with a border
of strawberries.

What to plant?

Ideally, select vegies and fruits that you like to eat. Make
a list of your favourites. Do some research on where they
grow and what they need in order to thrive.

Does your garden have
spaces that can provide the
right amount of sunshine
and moisture? Observe

the plant characteristics,
including size, leaf shape,
colour, flower and unusual
fruit.

And don’t forget the

classics — groups of fernlike

carrots and curly kale

surrounded by dwarf nasturtiums always look amazing.

Pots with cherry red tomatoes or capsicum are a hit at
the front door, and training climbers like zucchini over an
arch can create drama and excitement.

The limits are limited to your imagination — and the odd
late frost.
